Banet Youth Zone, named “Unitas” by local young people, was the second Youth Zone in London
opened by the national charity, OnSide, in the summer of 2019. Unitas, like all OnSide Youth Zones,
exists to give young people, particularly those who are disadvantaged, somewhere to go, something
to do and someone to talk to. Each Youth Zone is open 5-7 days a week, all year round, with the
purpose of supporting young people to become happy, healthy, and successful adults.

Unitas Youth Zone is centrally located, dedicated to young people, and makes a bold statement about
the importance of giving young people high quality places to go in their leisure time. Open 7 days a
week including school holidays, the Youth Zone’s vision is to unite young people to fulfil their full
potential.
